4. Students will demonstrate proficiency in portfolio management techniques and understand the dynamics of the
stock market, including the process of opening a D-mat account, trading and investing in stocks, and the
implications of trading in derivatives.
5. Students will be able to analyze and evaluate different strategies for trading in the stock market, including intra-day
and overnight contracts, and comprehend the associated risks and rewards.
6. Upon completion of the course, students will develop essential skills in risk management within the context of
banking, insurance, and stock market operations, enabling them to make informed decisions and mitigate potential
financial risks effectively.
