The 
program started  with an introductory address by Dr. Pola Bhaskar I.A.S, Commissioner of Collegiate 
Education and Secretary (HR& Services) of GAD, SPD, RUSA.  
           The cycle campaign was officially flagged off by the guests, marking the beginning of the rally. The 
route map encompassed significant landmarks, including GCW (A) Guntur, Naaz Centre, Sankara Vilas 
Bridge, Lodge Center, Koritepadu, Gujjanagundla Circle, Collector Office Road, Ramesh Hospitals, and back 
to GCW (A) Guntur. The program continued with a series of addresses and talks from distinguished 
speakers, including Dr. Jyothsna Kumari, Principal of GCW (W), Guntur, Dr. Ch. Tulasi, Academic Guidance 
Officer of Collegiate Education, Ms. Chrysolite, Director of Red Rope, Smt.

Objectives: 

- To raise awareness about Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) techniques and their importance in saving 

lives. 

- To educate participants about the significance of timely intervention during cardiac emergencies. 

- To provide hands-on training through spot CPR demonstrations conducted by medical professionals. 

- To promote proactive measures for heart health and disease prevention on World Heart Day. 

Brief Description of the Activity: 

On World Heart Day, the NSS Units organized an awareness program on CPR to highlight the importance of 

immediate intervention during cardiac emergencies. The event saw participation from 80 NSS volunteers, 4 POS, 

Principal Dr. V.R. Jyotsna Kumari, and faculty members. 

In collaboration with the SIMS Hospital Doctor's Team, the program commenced with informative sessions on 

the basics of CPR, including its techniques, indications, and benefits. Medical professionals provided insights 

into recognizing the signs of cardiac arrest and the correct procedures for administering CPR. 

Following the educational sessions, spot CPR demonstrations were conducted to provide practical training to the 

participants. The medical team demonstrated CPR techniques on mannequins, allowing volunteers to observe and 

practice hands-on CPR under supervision. 

Throughout the event, emphasis was placed on the importance of swift action and effective CPR in improving the 

chances of survival during cardiac emergencies. Participants were encouraged to disseminate the knowledge 

gained to their communities, empowering them to respond effectively in similar situations.

Brief Description of the Activity: 

On the sixth day of the NSS Special Camp, a Mega Medical Camp was organized at the Kollisarada 
Municipal Upper Primary and High School compound. Residents of KVP Colony eagerly availed 
themselves of the free medical services. The eye testing camp provided comprehensive eye exams, 
checking for common vision problems and eye diseases. Those identified with vision issues were given 
prescriptions for glasses or referred for further treatment.The dental camp offered oral health check-
ups, where dentists examined the community members for dental issues such as cavities, gum disease, 
and oral hygiene practices. Free advice and preventive care tips were provided to maintain good oral 
health. General physicians conducted health check-ups, including testing vitals like BP and pulse. They 
offered consultations on general health issues, lifestyle diseases, and preventive measures. This service 
was particularly beneficial for identifying and managing conditions such as hypertension and diabetes. 

Volunteers also  organized blood grouping activity for the school children. to determine and record 
their blood groups as Knowing their blood group is crucial for future medical emergencies and overall 
health awareness. 

Throughout the day, the volunteers played a vital role in guiding the attendees, managing queues, and 
ensuring that all services were provided efficiently. They also distributed informational pamphlets on 
maintaining good health and the importance of regular medical check-ups. 

Outcomes: 

1. the residents of KVP Colony were  provided free and accessible healthcare services for improving 
their health awareness and management. 

2. Successfully conducted eye tests, dental check-ups, and general health consultations, benefiting a 
large number of community members.
